Color Scales Worksheet

COLOR SCALES FOR POLYMER CLAY

Directions
Prep: Sheet two colors @ thickest

setting. Cut out nine squares using a 3"
square cutter.

1. Place squares in two piles at the top
of the page. A = lighter color, B= darker
color.

2. Mix together two squares of each
color.

3. Sheet the mix at the thickest setting.
Cut out two squares.

4. Put one below the Color A pile and
one below the Color B pile.

5. Ball up the leftover piece. Move it
down to the circle labeled % : % . This is
the double sized bead that marks the
half mix.

6. Mix colors on one side at a time. Mix
the % : % square under Color A with a
square from the Color A pile.

This will be % B : 3, A.

7. Sheet the new color. Cut out a
square. 8. Save the leftover on the ¥ B
spot .

9. Mix the new square with a square
from the Color A pile.

10. Keep going until the new color looks
close to Color A.

11. Make a ball from two squares of
Color A to mark the end of the scale.
12. Repeat for Color B.
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
