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grayson felted crown  (continued)(continued)  

FABRIC FOR CROWN
Cast on 25 stitches.

Work in garter stitch for 34 (40, 45)" (86 

[101.5, 114]cm).

Bind off.

FELTING
Felt the piece following the instructions in How 

to Felt (page 115). Trim the bottom and side 

edges to straighten as necessary.

Enlarge the crown template on copy paper 

and trace the shape onto a piece of cardboard. 

Using chalk, retrace the shape as many times 

as necessary across the top of the crown. Cut 

the fabric to shape.

Cut the felted crown piece to measure 15 1⁄2 (17, 

19)" (39.5 [43, 48.5]cm) or desired length.

Note: Add 1" (2.5cm) to the actual head 

circumference of your doll or child.

FINISHING
Use the baseball stitch to secure the two ends 

together with embroidery fl oss.

Decorate the crown as desired. Kids may love 

using fabric glue, sequins, glitter, and beads to 

cover their crowns in pretty “jewels.” I used 

an embroidery needle and fl oss to add blanket 

stitch along the bottom edge; back stitch to 

create circles, stars, and swirls; and satin stitch 

to make solid circles that look like small round 

jewels.

tip: If the crown is too small to fi t your child or 

doll, cut open the back and sew 1–2" (2.5–5cm) 

of elastic across the opening. Doll head sizes 

vary greatly, so this may ensure that the crown 

fi ts multiple dolls.
