
65sydney lace dress

BODY (in the round)
Joining round: Continuing in pattern as 

established, work across back stitches, 

place front stitches onto needles and work 

across front stitches. Place a marker and join 

for working in the round—119 (126, 133, 140, 154) 

stitches.

Work even in Gull Lace until piece measures 

16 3⁄4 (17 1⁄2, 20, 22, 23 1⁄4)" (42.5 [44.5, 51, 56, 

59]cm) from underarm, ending with row 2.

Note: To accurately measure the piece, fold the 

dress in half lengthwise and let it hang freely in 

the air, allowing gravity to naturally weigh down 

the knit as you measure.

Change to smaller needle and join CC.

Round 1: Knit.

Round 2: Purl.

Repeat rounds 1 and 2 twice more.

Bind off loosely.

FINISHING
Weave in the ends.

BUT TON LOOP
With CC and crochet hook, make a 1 1⁄2" (3.8cm) 

chain. Sew the ends of the chain to the top 

right edge of the yoke, making a button loop. 

Sew the button to the top left edge, opposite 

the loop.
