SITUATIONAL JUDGMENT TEST

As you’ve seen, in order to express practical intelligence, your tacit 

knowledge needs to match the environment— again, if you know how 

to live in a jungle but not in a desert, best live in the jungle. However, 

Sternberg and his colleagues have also shown some crossover in all 

this know- how. For example, someone who knows how to live in the 

jungle is more likely than most to also know how to live in the desert. 

In other words, tacit knowledge and thus practical intelligence can 

be very domain- specifi c, but there’s also a general component: people 

tend to have some degree of general street smarts.
